Program Description: “Man in the Moon” is a special time for the infant and male caregiver to participate in one-on-one developmentally appropriate activities.  This intimate, fast-paced, 30-minute program includes body movement, songs, yoga, and signing, and may be replicated using the same or an adapted sequence at home or in a child care environment.
